Amended Minor Site Plan Application for a 72 square foot freezer box

Attorney Edward Dunn represented the applicant.  Lewis Hayes, the District Manager for Muy Brands, was sworn in.  They will handle this application as an amended minor site plan application so we don’t have to revisit the variance granted at the previous application for a drive through addition in 2011 for impervious coverage.  This approval modifies the original approval.  They are not proceeding with the drive through.  A letter  regarding impervious coverage and new TS-1 sheet was referenced correcting the impervious coverage calculations.   

Mr. Hayes was the District Manager for 11 years and was familiar with the Roxbury Taco Bell operation.  The application was for a walk in freezer; they now have a walk in cooler and use 6 standup freezers in the kitchen.  They are beyond the maximum capacity for frozen food and the new freezer would eliminate the standup freezers and provide more storage.  The new freezer will not add to the number of employees or hours of operation.  There is no outside access to the freezer/cooler.  There are no other changes to the site.  In response to Mr. Ferriero’s report of December 28, 2015, the details and bollards are now on the plan.  In response to the Dec. 29th letter from Mr. Stern, Item 3, the condenser is on the roof and screened by the parapet.  The exterior color of the cooler box would complement the building but they did not want to do roofline coping because they don’t want to draw attention to it.  The cooler box is sand colored  embossed metal.  There is a cross easement for parking on Harmon’s property.  To address Item 9, because this is an amended minor site plan approved, the variance for impervious coverage was previously granted along with the design waiver for the parking issue and we do not need to rescind the previous minor site plan approval.  The handicap ramp requirement on either side of the driveway should be consistent with the prior approval.  No shrubbery is being removed for the cooler, just rocks exist there.  The Board agreed, coping is out.

The meeting was open to public.  No one from the public commented.  The meeting was closed to the public.
